What are some good general safe work practices?

· DO ensure obstructions to traffic shall be guarded by adequate signs, barricades, lights, flares or flags.
· DO ensure a blow torch or other open flame is not utilized to melt ice around a manhole or vault cover.
· DO ensure covers are removed and replaced by means of approved hooks or hoists.
· DO Ensue forced ventilation is used for oxygen deficiency.
· DO ensure equipment is in good working conditions.
· DO ensure you are trained in the use of breathing air apparatus.
· DO before any work is done on a cable, it shall be identified by an approved method.
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
